1. Personal Details:

· Full Name

· Contact Information (Address, Phone, Email)

· Link to Professional Profile (if available)

2. Academic Education:

· List your degrees in reverse chronological order (from the most recent to the oldest).

· Include the name of the institution, field of study, dates (start date and graduation/expected date), and results (if relevant, such as GPA or thesis).

3. Academic and Research Experience:

· List all academic positions you have held, such as lecturer/tutor, research assistant, or project manager.

· Detail your area of research, and additional activities (such as lectures, publications, and research projects).

· If applicable, mention the results of your research or any articles you have published.

4. Publications:

· List all academic publications (articles, books, book chapters), including the title, publication (journals, conferences), and date.

· Order the publications in reverse chronological order (from the most recent to the oldest).

5. Conferences and Workshops:

· List the conferences you have participated in, including those where you presented papers, lectures, or posters.

· Describe the workshops and training courses you have attended, including the field and date.

6. Grants, Awards, and Recognition:

· List any academic grants, scholarships, or awards you have received.

· Provide details on the reason for the grant or award (if relevant).

7. Additional Professional Experience:

· If you have experience in the industry or public sector related to your academic field, include it.
